Why we let ourselves be judged

It is logical that we should boycott incompetent and biased court which has its sentence prepared in advance and is just seeking seemingly logical arguments to deceive the public. We defend the essential truths of faith against heresies of Card. L. Husar. The truths we defend lead to eternal life. Heresies promoted by Card. L. Husar lead to eternal death. It is a paradox that we are judged by him and by his court. Noone can deny that he is a heretic. The evidence is also his broadcast speech about reincarnation on Voskresinya Radio. However, the main evidence is his book “Discussions with His Beatitude L. Husar: On Postconfessional Christianity”. According to God’s law as well as the canon law the punishment for heresies is exclusion from the Church – major excommunication (CCEO 1436). He who is excommunicated from the Church judges us through his court for our faithfulness to Christ and to the Church. Before God it is a crime and before the Church – a deterrent fabricated trial.

Concerning judges who became a party to this crime, their situation, from a certain point of view, is different from that of L. Husar. Some of them were exposed to pressure, others complied with a deceit for the sake of career or because of spiritual blindness. These consciously get themselves to believe that we are criminals and that L. Husar is innocent. The key problem – whether Cardinal Husar is a heretic or not – is avoided by them. Even the judges who condemned Christ, or many others throughout the history who committed judicial crimes and murders, thus became mediums of the spirit of lie and death. They do not perceive, or do not want to perceive, the substance, which is life or death in the individuals and in the Church, and that is why they cannot perceive justice and truth either. We forgive these judges in advance. 

What is the sense of letting ourselves be delivered to spiritual death? Probably God thus wants the whole rotten and criminal system not only in the UGCC in Ukraine but also in the whole Western Catholic Church to come out into the open. The canon law is to protect the orthodox and to judge the heretics. One presumes that the canon law as an instrument of power is in the hands of just and orthodox people. However, if it is in the hands of heretics, the innocent and true faithful will be judged and liquidated, and that all will be in the name of Divine and ecclesiastical authority. Card. L. Husar upholds the following principle: “I have power, I can do what I want, I can proclaim whatever heresies. Noone can deprive me of this power. I neither fear God nor respect man. I am in power and I will not give it up. If the Pope will want to do anything against me, I will threaten him with a schism, not obey him, and wriggle out of that all. As for the believers, I can tell them whatever lies. Nobody will doubt that I am not telling lies – for everybody must obey a bishop and cardinal and believe him everything. An example is the mendacious statements of my bishop T. Senkiv. He knows well that when lying he cannot permit of the slightest shadow of doubt but just has to keep on demagogically repeating the lie. And he really distinguished himself by this. He is a good apprentice of mine. In telling lies and heresies we make unity.”

The question of our episcopal consecration: We were consecrated under extraordinary conditions, without L. Husar. We announced and substantiated this consecration in a letter addressed to the Holy Father. In this situation it is him alone who can judge us, in case of any trespass of ours; however, in no case can we be judged by Card. Husar or his court. Even if L. Husar condemned us, this condemnation would be invalid before God as well as before the Church and, moreover, it would be a grave sin and a deterrent crime. 

As members of the orthodox Catholic Synod of the UGCC we proposed that the Holy Father receive in audience three representatives of our Synod and three representatives of their Synod. Under these conditions the Holy Father can then settle the whole issue concerning the UGCC.
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
